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MIDI LIDI merge emotionality with silliness on their new record

We managed to bring back joy to Operace „Kindigo!“ while keeping it both catchy and emotive. Though it’s also a very funny record, Midi Lidi said about their new album. The newcomer is, contrary to their last effort Hastrmans, Tatrmans & Bubáks, full of optimism and, according to a research done by the group itself, going to become the seventh best Czech album of all time.

They promised us they are keeping their most cheerful songs for the next album two years ago. „It’s an optimistic record covered in euphoria, as we are in our manic phase right now,“ Petr Marek, the frontman, discloses. „We wanted to make a silly dance record, which is exactly what we’ve accomplished. It’s a very verse-chorus-verse kind of a thing and, as opposed to our usual chants, the lyrics are longer,“ Prokop Holoubek adds. „It’s far more pop. Which is something we enjoy doing very much,“ Marek finishes.

Operace „Kindigo!“ Was recorded at Fléda and at home studios Lívanec and Myslivna, the final mix was, once again, done by Ondřej Ježek at studio JáMor. The new member Tomáš Kelar was included in some finishing touches. „We really liked both the stuff he’s done for Čokovoko and his British band Mountaineers. Plus he’s been our friend for years and musically, we get along great. His addition will be especially significant at live shows, where he will play live drums and also some other instruments. He’s worked on the album’s production a little and the record’s probably biggest hit Na co nesmíš zapomenout has some of his contributions. Genre-wise, it’s the most extreme song we’ve ever done – like a crossover between The Beach Boys and Nickelback,“ Marek says.
The process of recording was very spontaneouss, the album has less programming and more live instruments. „When your initial source of inspiration is unconsciousness, everything comes along naturally and it usually sounds great, even though it’s something we can’t really take full credit for. We were doing a mic check and out of nowhere, I hear myself singing „operation kindigo, operation kindigo... “, which gave me hysterical giggling I couldn’t get rid of for the next two weeks. In, like, five minutes, we created an extremely retarded music piece. We found out later that it works as a whirlwind of positive vibrations at shows,“ Marek explains.
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The album’s cover is a photo by MUDr. Astrid Matějková. „I call it The Family That Shoots. It’s almost a war-like situation at a family celebration, but in an extremely funny way. They’re just opening a bottle of Champagne, but they all look like they’re in a middle of a natural disaster,“ Marek clarifies. Album art was done by the band’s main visual contributors Magdalena Hrubá (Fiume Std.) and Jan Šrámek aka Vj Kolouch.

The band will tour the Czech Republic and Slovakia extensively after the release, starting October 13th in Bratislava. They will be supported by a Slovak band Puding Pani Elvisovej. Simultaneously, the Petr Marek directed film Nic proti ničemu (Nothing Against Nothing, www.nicprotinicemu.cz) enters the cinemas. The head of Karlovy Vary International Film Festival Karel Och called it the funniest Czech comedy in the last seven years. After scoring the film Protektor, which gained the band a Czech Lion award, Midi Lidi once again work successfully on two levels.

Operaco „Kindigo!“ is out September 30th on X Production and Bumbum Satori.
